John 9
On the story of healing a man who was blind from birth (John 9:1-12):

1 As he went along, he saw a man blind from birth. 2 His disciples asked him,
“Rabbi, who sinned,this man or his parents, that he was born blind?”

3 “Neither this man nor his parents sinned,” said Jesus, “but this happened so
that the works of God might be displayed in him. 4 As long as it is day, we must
do the works of him who sent me. Night is coming, when no one can work. 5
While | am in the world, | am the light of the world.”

6 After saying this, he spit on the ground, made some mud with the saliva, and
put it on the man’s eyes. 7 “Go,” he told him, “wash in the Pool of Siloam” (this
word means “Sent”). So the man went and washed, and came home seeing.

8 His neighbors and those who had formerly seen him begging asked, “Isn’t this
the same man who used to sit and beg?” 9 Some claimed that he was.

Others said, “No, he only looks like him.”
But he himself insisted, “| am the man.”
10 “How then were your eyes opened?” they asked.

11 He replied, “The man they call Jesus made some mud and put it on my eyes.
He told me to go to Siloam and wash. So | went and washed, and then | could
see.”



12 “Where is this man?” they asked him.
“l don’t know,” he said.

Review: The Supporting Scripture passages below:

> [Mark 6:13, NIV] They drove out many demons and anointed many sick
people with oil and healed them.

> [2 Kings 5:10, NIV] Elisha sent a messenger to say to him, “Go, wash
yourself seven times in the Jordan, and your flesh will be restored and you
will be cleansed.”

> [2 Kings 5:14, NIV] So he went down and dipped himself in the Jordan
seven times, as the man of God had told him, and his flesh was restored
and became clean like that of a young boy.

> [Luke 4:18, NIV] “The Spirit of the Lord is on me, because he has anointed
me to proclaim good news to the poor. He has sent me to proclaim
freedom for the prisoners and recovery of sight for the blind, to set the
oppressed free”

Reflect: Each Support Scripture passage was selected because it connects to something
that is going on in the Focal (Focus) Scripture passage. Reflect on possible
connections and pray about deeper meanings for this special story.

> What would someone remember after reading it?

Observation

> What is (are) the central thought(s) in John 97?
> Are there any words or ideas that keep coming up in the passage?
> Who is (are) the main characters in the passage?

Interpretation

> What do you think this Scripture passage meant to the early church?
> What was the writer trying to tell the world about Jesus?
> Are there any eternal truths for us in this passage? Explain.

Application

> How might this passage apply to us today?
> Does this passage speak to any needs or problems in modern society?
> |s there any part of this passage we could turn into a prayer?

Reflect: Standard Discipleship Questions: “Based on what we read and talked about...”

> “What should | start doing in my life?”
> “What should | stop doing in my life?”
> “What should | change in my life?”
