John 11
On the story of Jesus raising Lazarus from the grave (John 11:38-44):

38 Jesus, once more deeply moved, came to the tomb. It was a cave with a
stone laid across the entrance. 39 “Take away the stone,” he said.

“But, Lord,” said Martha, the sister of the dead man, “by this time there is a bad
odor, for he has been there four days.”

40 Then Jesus said, “Did | not tell you that if you believe, you will see the glory
of God?”

41 So they took away the stone. Then Jesus looked up and said, “Father, |
thank you that you have heard me. 42 | knew that you always hear me, but |
said this for the benefit of the people standing here, that they may believe that
you sent me.”

43 When he had said this, Jesus called in a loud voice, “Lazarus, come out!” 44
The dead man came out, his hands and feet wrapped with strips of linen, and a
cloth around his face.

Jesus said to them, “Take off the grave clothes and let him go.”



Review: The Supporting Scripture passages below:

Reflect:

> [Matt 16:11, NIV] How is it you don't understand that | was not talking to

you about bread? But be on your guard against the yeast of the Pharisees
and Sadducees."

[Acts 5:5-6, NIV] When Ananias heard this, he fell down and died. And
great fear seized all who heard what had happened. Then some young
men came forward, wrapped up his body, and carried him out and buried
him.

[Luke 10:38-42, NIV] 38 As Jesus and his disciples were on their way, he
came to a village where a woman named Martha opened her home to him.
39 She had a sister called Mary, who sat at the Lord’s feet listening to what
he said. 40 But Martha was distracted by all the preparations that had to be
made. She came to him and asked, “Lord, don’t you care that my sister has
left me to do the work by myself? Tell her to help me!”

41 “Martha, Martha,” the Lord answered, “you are worried and upset about
many things, 42 but few things are needed—or indeed only one. Mary has
chosen what is better, and it will not be taken away from her.”

[Rom 5:21, NIV] so that, just as sin reigned in death, so also grace might
reign through righteousness to bring eternal life through Jesus Christ our
Lord.

[Rom 6:23, NIV] For the wages of sin is death, but the gift of God is eternal
life in Christ Jesus our Lord.

[Mark 9:23, NIV] "fyou can'?" said Jesus. "Everything is possible for one
who believes."

Each Support Scripture passage was selected because it connects to something
that is going on in the Focal (Focus) Scripture passage. Reflect on possible
connections and pray about deeper meanings for this special story.

Observation

> What is (are) the central thought(s) in John 11?
> Are there any words or ideas that keep coming up in the passage?
> Who is (are) the main characters in the passage?

Interpretation

> What do you think this Scripture passage meant to the early church?
> What was the writer trying to tell the world about Jesus?
> Are there any eternal truths for us in this passage? Explain.

Application

> How might this passage apply to us today?
> Does this passage speak to any needs or problems in modern society?
> |s there any part of this passage we could turn into a prayer?

Reflect: Standard Discipleship Questions: “Based on what we read and talked about...”

> “What should | start doing in my life?”
> “What should | stop doing in my life?”
> “What should | change in my life?”
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Ahead to the next BBG session (John 12).
